Noncompliance with homologa-
tion requirements in a certain country may
affect warranty coverage.

Maintenance and repairs

Advanced technology, for instance the use of
modern materials and high-performance elec-
tronics, requires suitable maintenance and re-
pair work.

The vehicle manufacturer therefore recom-
mends having necessary work performed by
an authorized service center, e.g., a BMW
dealer or service center. If a different repair
shop is selected, BMW recommends select-
ing a workshop that performs the appropriate
work such as maintenance and repair accord-
ing to BMW specifications with properly trained
personnel. In the Owner's Manual, such work-
shops are referred to as "another qualified
service center or repair shop".

If work is not carried out properly, for instance
maintenance and repair, there is a risk of sub-
sequent damages and related safety risks.

Improperly performed work on the vehicle
paintwork can lead to a failure or fault of com-

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ponents, e.g., the radar sensors, and thereby
result in a safety hazard.

Data memory

General information

Electronic control devices are installed in the
vehicle. Electronic control units process data
they receive from vehicle sensors, self-gener-
ate or exchange with each other. Some con-
trol units are necessary for the vehicle to func-
tion safely or provide assistance while driving,

for instance driver assistance systems. Fur-
thermore, control units facilitate comfort or in-
fotainment functions.

Information about stored or exchanged data
can be requested from the manufacturer of the
vehicle, in a separate booklet, for example.

Personal reference

Each vehicle is marked with a unigue vehi-

cle identification number. Depending on the
country, the vehicle owner can be identified
with the vehicle identification number, license
plate and corresponding authorities. In addi-
tion, there are other ways to associate data
collected from the vehicle with the driver or ve-
hicle owner, e.g., the ConnectedDrive account
used.

Operating data in the vehicle

Control units process data to operate the vehi-
cle.

For example, this includes:

> Status messages for the vehicle and its
individual components, e.g., wheel RPM,
wheel speed, deceleration, lateral accelera-
tion, engaged seat belt indicator.

> Ambient conditions, e.g., temperature, rain
sensor signals.

The processed data is only processed in the
vehicle itself while the vehicle is being oper-
ated. Data is not stored beyond the operating
time.

Electronic components, e.g. control units and
vehicle keys, contain components for storing
technical information. Information about the
vehicle condition, component usage, mainte-
nance recommendations, events or faults can
be stored temporarily or permanently.

This information generally documents the
state of a component, a module, a system, or
the surrounding areaq, for instance:

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> Operating states of system components
such as fill levels, tire pressure, battery sta-
tus.

> Malfunctions and faults in important sys-
tem components, for instance lights and
brakes.

> Responses by the vehicle to special driving
situations such as airbag deployment or
engagement of the driving stability control
systems.

> Information on vehicle-damaging events.

The data is required to perform the control unit
functions. Furthermore, it also serves to detect
and correct malfunctions, and helps the vehicle
manufacturer to optimize vehicle functions.

The majority of this data is stored temporarily
and is only processed within the vehicle itself.
In some circumstances the vehicle may store
some data for an additional but limited period
of time.

When servicing, for instance during repairs,
service processes, warranty cases, and quality
assurance measures, this technical informa-
tion can be read out from the vehicle together
with the vehicle identification number.

An authorized service center or another quali-
fied service center or repair shop can read

out the information. The diagnostic socket re-
quired by law in the vehicle is used to read out
data.

The data is collected, processed, and used

by the relevant organizations in the service
network. The data documents technical condi-
tions of the vehicle, which can be used to de-
termine vehicle maintenance status, and facili-
tate quality improvement.

Vehicle fault and event memories can be re-
set by an authorized service center or another
qualified service center or repair shop when
performing repair or servicing work.

Data entry and data transfer into
the vehicle

General information

Depending on the vehicle equipment, comfort
and individual settings can be stored in the
vehicle and modified or reset at any time.

For example, this includes:

> Settings for the seat and steering wheel
positions.

> Chassis and air conditioning settings.

If necessary, data can be transferred to the en-
tertainment and communication system of the
vehicle, for instance via smartphone.

This includes the following depending on the
respective equipment:

> Multimedia data such as music, films or
photos for playback in an integrated multi-
media system.

> Address book data for use in conjunction
with an integrated hands-free system or an
integrated navigation system.

> Entered navigation destinations.
> Data on the use of Internet services.

This data can be stored locally in the vehicle or
is found on a device that has been connected
to the vehicle, e.g., a smartphone, USB stick or
MP3 player. If this data is stored in the vehicle,
it can be deleted at any time.

This data is only transmitted to third parties
upon personal request as part of the use of on-
line services. The transmission depends on the
selected settings for the use of the services.

Incorporation of mobile devices

Depending on the vehicle equipment, mobile
devices connected to the vehicle, for instance
smartphones, can be controlled via the vehicle
operating elements.

The sound and picture from the mobile devi-
ces can be played back and displayed through
the multimedia system. Certain information is
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transferred to the mobile devices at the same
time. Depending on the type of incorporation,
this includes, for instance, position data and
other general vehicle information. This opti-
mizes the way in which selected apps, for in-
stance navigation or music playback, work.

There is no further interaction between the
mobile device and the vehicle such as active
access to vehicle data.

How the data will be processed further is de-
termined by the provider of the particular app
being used. The extent of the possible settings
depends on the respective app and the operat-
ing system of the mobile device.

Services

General information

If the vehicle has a wireless network connec-
tion, it will enable data to be exchanged be-
tween the vehicle and other systems. The
wireless network connection is realized via an
in-vehicle transmitter and receiver unit or via
personal mobile devices brought into the ve-
hicle, for instance smartphones. This wireless
network connection enables 'online functions'
to be used. These include online services and
apps supplied by the vehicle manufacturer or
by other providers.

Services from the vehicle manufacturer

Where online services from the vehicle man-
ufacturer are concerned, the corresponding
functions are described in the appropriate
place, for instance the Owner's Manual or
manufacturer's web page. The relevant legal
information pertaining to data protection may
also be found on the manufacturer's website.
Personal data may be used to perform online
services. Data is exchanged over a secure con-
nection, for instance with the IT systems of the
vehicle manufacturer intended for this purpose.

Any collection, processing, and use of personal
data above and beyond that needed to pro-
vide the services must always be based on a

legal permission, contractual arrangement or
consent. It is also possible to activate or deac-
tivate the data connection as a whole. This ex-
cludes functions and services required by law
such as Assist systems.

Services from other providers

When using online services from other provid-
ers, these services are the responsibility of the
relevant provider and subject to their data pri-
vacy conditions and terms of use. The vehicle
manufacturer has no influence on the content
exchanged during this process. Information on
the way in which personal data is collected and
used in relation to services from third parties,
the scope of such data, and its purpose, can
be obtained from the relevant service provider.

Event Data Recorder (EDR)

This vehicle is equipped with an event data
recorder (EDR). The main purpose of an EDR

is

to record, in certain crash or near crash-like

situations such as an air bag deployment or
hitting a road obstacle, data that will assist

in understanding how a vehicle's systems per-
formed. The EDR is designed to record data
related to the driving dynamics and safety sys-
tems for a short time: max. 30 seconds, typi-
cally less.

The EDR in this vehicle is designed to record
the following data, for example:

>

>

How various systems in the vehicle were
operating.

Whether or not the driver and passenger
seat belts were fastened.

How far, if at all, the driver was depressing
the accelerator and/or brake pedal.

How fast the vehicle was traveling.

This data can help provide a better un-
derstanding of the circumstances in which
crashes and injuries occur.

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EDR data is recorded by the vehicle only if a
nontrivial crash situation occurs; no data is re-
corded by the EDR under normal driving condi-
tions and no personal data, for instance name,
gender, age, and crash location, are recorded.

However, other parties such as law enforce-
ment could combine the EDR data with the
type of personally identifying data routinely ac-
quired during a crash investigation.

To read data recorded by an EDR, special
equipment is required, and access to the vehi-
cle or the EDR is needed. In addition to the
vehicle manufacturer, other parties such as law
enforcement that have the special equipment
can read the information if they have access to
the vehicle or the EDR.

Vehicle identification
number

General information

different positions in the vehicle. This chapter
describes all possible positions for the series.

wood, New Jersey 07675-1227, Telephone
1-800-831-1117.

If NHTSA receives similar complaints, it may
open an investigation, and if it finds that a
safety defect exists in a group of vehicles, it
may order a recall and remedy campaign.

However, NHTSA cannot become involved in
individual problems between you, your dealer,
or BMW of North America, LLC.

An unsecured vehicle can begin to move and
possibly roll away.

Information on the Remote Software Upgrade
can be shown on the vehicle's control display
or viewed online in the ConnectedDrive cus-
tomer portal:

Installing the upgrade

What to know before upgrading

Before installing an upgrade, note the follow-

ing:

> Installation of the Remote Software Up-
grade may result in the deletion of software
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changes, e.g., performance increases not
made by the manufacturer of the vehicle.

> The installation may be interrupted if there
are modifications to the vehicle's electrical
system, e.g., to control units, which were
not made by the vehicle manufacturer.

> The installation does not occur until the
consent was given.

> The installation may take around 20 to
30 minutes.

> The installation cannot be terminated.

The vehicle cannot be used during the in-
stallation.

> The vehicle can be exited during the instal-
lation.

Prerequisites for the installation
> Sufficiently charged battery.
> The outside temperature is above
14 °F/-10 °C.
> The vehicle is parked in a horizontal posi-
tion.
The hazard warning system is turned off.
> The selector lever position P is engaged.

> The engine is turned off and sufficiently
cooled down.

Pay attention to any instructions given on the
control display regarding additional require-
ments.

Your vehicle can establish some prerequisites
automatically. Observe the information on the
control display.

If the requirements are not met, e.g., suffi-
ciently charged battery, the upgrade will not be
offered for installation.

If all prerequisites are met, you can also start
the upgrade installation via the My BMW App.
Follow instructions in the My BMW App.

Pay attention to an offer for installation, e.g.,
after longer trips.
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Preparing the vehicle

The vehicle must be prepared for the Remote
Software Upgrade as follows:

Installing an upgrade with the timer

Once the drive is complete, the timer can be
used to automatically install the upgrade at a
preset time, e.qg., during the night. It may be
helpful to install the upgrade at a later time in
order to meet functional requirements, e.g., to
allow the engine to cool sufficiently.

Data protection

Data transfer

Principle

The vehicle offers different services, whose
use requires a data transfer to BMW or a serv-
ice provider.

The data transfer can be deactivated for some
services. When data transfer is deactivated,
the respective service cannot be used.

Settings
The data transfer can be configured in different
stages or individually for separate services.

1. To configure the settings, go through the
menu as follows: Apps menu / "All" / "Data
privacy".

2. Select the desired setting.
Personal data in the vehicle

Principle

Depending on use, your vehicle stores per-
sonal data such as saved radio stations. This
personal data can be permanently deleted us-
ing iDrive.
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General information

Depending on vehicle equipment, the following
data is deleted, for example:

> BMW IDs or driver profiles.
Stored radio stations.
Stored shortcuts.

Navigation, for instance stored destina-
tions.

Phone book.

Online data, e.g., favorites, cookies.
Office data, for instance voice memos.
Login accounts.

Digital key.

Altogether, the deletion of the data can take
up to 15 minutes. In addition, the vehicle is re-
moved from the My BMW App and Connected-
Drive customer portal so that remote functions
can no longer be used.

Functional requirements

The following functional requirements apply
when deleting personal data in the vehicle:

> Data can only be deleted while the vehicle
is stationary.

> The vehicle key must be in the vehicle.

Deleting personal data in the vehicle

The personal data in the vehicle will be deleted
when the vehicle is reset to the factory set-
tings.

Reset vehicle data

All individual settings can be reset to the fac-
tory settings when the drive-ready state is
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switched off. Individual settings can only be
deleted while the vehicle is stationary. The ve-
hicle key must be in the vehicle.

Go through the menu as follows: Apps menu /
"Vehicle" / "System settings" / "Reset vehicle
data" / "Reset".

If the synchronization of settings has been en-
abled for a BMW ID in the vehicle, the personal
settings are kept in the BMW Cloud.

BMW ID

Principle

In BMW ConnectedDrive countries, the BMW
ID is the personal login for all relevant offers
from the BMW brand. The BMW ID can be
used to save personal vehicle settings to a
profile as well as to apply these settings.

The vehicle can store seven BMW IDs. If a ve-
hicle is used by several people, each person
can use their own BMW ID in the vehicle. Addi-
tional profiles can be used to operate the vehi-
cle without a BMW ID, e.g., the guest profile.

The BMW ID must be registered once. Regis-
tration can be done on the My BMW App, in
the ConnectedDrive customer portal, or at an
authorized service center.

Automatic driver recognition can activate a
BMW ID as soon as the vehicle is unlocked.
To do so, a vehicle key or digital key must be
linked to the BMW ID.

Many saved settings can be synchronized with
the BMW Cloud. This makes these settings
available in any vehicle where the same BMW
ID is used to log in.

Functional requirements

The following functional requirements apply for
the BMW ID:

> The vehicle must be stationary to create,
change, delete, or edit a BMW ID.

> Logging in the vehicle with a BMW ID and
synchronization with the BMW Cloud are
only possible when the vehicle has cellular
network reception.

Welcome window

The welcome window appears on the control
display after the vehicle is unlocked. The type
of welcome depends on the following require-
ments:
> No BMW ID is saved to the vehicle:
The welcome is neutral. These profiles are
provided to use the vehicle without a BMW
ID. A new BMW ID can be added.

> The vehicle key or digital key has not been
assigned to a BMW ID:

The welcome is neutral. Saved profiles are
shown for selection. A new BMW ID can be
added.

> A BMW ID has been assigned to the vehicle
key or digital key:

The welcome is personalized, the stored
settings are activated. Available profiles are
shown for selection. A new BMW ID can be
added.

Adding the BMW 1D

1. O, Toadd aBMW ID, tap the BMW ID icon
or profile picture on the status bar.

2. > The guest profile is active:
"Guest" / "Add profile".

> The driver profile is active:
"Log in with BMW ID".

3. Scan the displayed QR code with your
smartphone.

4, Observe the instructions on your smart-
phone.

If the My BMW App is installed on the
smartphone and the BMW ID saved to it,
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the BMW ID is automatically transferred to
the vehicle.

If you do not have a BMW ID yet, you a new
BMW ID can be registered.

The vehicle is added to the user's My BMW

App.

Confirming a BMW ID

If a BMW ID has been added to a vehicle,

the vehicle is automatically added to the My
BMW app. The My BMW App provides numer-
ous beneficial functions and settings, e.g., user
management.

Alternatively, an authorized service center can
add a vehicle to the My BMW App. In this case,
the BMW ID must then be confirmed on the
control display in the corresponding vehicle.
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In rare cases, the use of My BMW app func-
tions for this vehicle may be restricted. More
information is shown on the control display.

Primary user

The primary user is the person who first adds
their BMW ID to the vehicle and first adds the
vehicle to the My BMW app. Alternatively, the
primary user can be specified by an authorized
service center.

The primary user has access to the following
settings, for example:

> Transferring the primary user role to an-
other BMW ID.

Personalized settings
Automatic driver recognition

Principle

Automatic driver recognition can activate a
BMW ID as soon as the vehicle is unlocked.
To do so, a vehicle key or digital key must be
assigned to the BMW ID. After unlocking, the
BMW ID can be changed.

If driver recognition has been configured, auto-
matic activation of the BMW ID is triggered by
the following:

> By unlocking the vehicle using the button
on the assigned vehicle key.

> By unlocking the vehicle using a door han-
dle. The assigned vehicle key or the as-
signed digital key must be carried with you.

> By unlocking automatically when ap-
proaching the vehicle. The assigned vehicle
key or the assigned digital key must be car-
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ried with you. Depending on the country, it
may not be possible to recognize the digital
key.
If multiple vehicle keys or digital keys are lo-
cated near the vehicle, BMW IDs are activated
according to the following priority:
> The key that unlocks the vehicle triggers
activation of the assigned BMW ID.

> If a vehicle key and digital key are detected
at the same time, the digital key triggers
activation of the assigned BMW ID.

> The BMW ID of the key last detected on the
driver's door is activated.

If the BMW ID could not be detected when the
vehicle was unlocked, select the BMW ID on
the welcome window.

Setting/adjusting automatic driver recognition

The BMW Digital Key provides the option to
transfer a digital key to permit other persons
the use of your own vehicle.

Selecting a profile picture

The profile picture can be selected from the
predefined profile pictures.

If the currently ac-
tive BMW ID is removed, another profile
must be selected.

> Deleting the primary user's BMW ID resets
the vehicle to factory settings. The vehicle
is removed from each user's My BMW App,
and all BMW IDs are removed from the ve-
hicle.

> Removing a vehicle from the My BMW App
removes the corresponding BMW ID from
the vehicle. If the BMW ID was synchron-
ized with the BMW Cloud, the BMW ID data
stored in the BMW Cloud will be retained.

> If the vehicle is removed from the primary
user's My BMW App, it will also be removed
from the My BMW Apps of all users. The
corresponding BMW IDs are removed from
the vehicle.

Additional profiles

Principle

Additional profiles can be used to operate the
vehicle without a BMW ID.

Driver profile

"Driver ": If no BMW ID is available, vehicle
settings can be saved to this profile.

This profile is subject to the following restric-
tions, among others:
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> Driver cannot be detected automatically.

> The name and profile image cannot be
changed.

> There is no synchronization with the BMW
Cloud.

> Certain functions are not available, e.g.,
navigation functions or saving favorites.

The profile, and the settings saved to it, can be
transferred to a BMW ID. The BMW ID is then
displayed instead of the profile.

Guest profile

"Guest": This profile can be used to oper-
ate the vehicle without changing the settings
saved for other profiles.

This profile is subject to the following restric-
tions, among others:

> Changed settings are not saved.

> Itis not possible to specify automatic driver
recognition or assign a PIN.

> The name and profile image cannot be
changed.

> There is no synchronization with the BMW
Cloud.

> Certain functions are not available, e.g.,
navigation functions or saving favorites.

System limits

It may not be possible to clearly identify the
driver using the vehicle key or digital key in the
following situations, for example:

> The driver changes, but the vehicle is not
locked and unlocked.

> When multiple vehicle keys or multiple digi-
tal keys, to which a BMW ID is assigned,
are located outside the driver's side of the
vehicle.

> If the vehicle was unlocked using the My
BMW App.

The use of personal settings that are stored for
a BMW ID in other vehicles is subject to techni-
cal limitations. For example, settings may be

stored for a system that is not available, or
available in a non-compatible version, in other
vehicles.

Driver profiles

Principle

Driver profiles can be used in countries where
BMW ConnectedDrive is not available in order
to save and activate personal vehicle settings
in the vehicle.

Your vehicle can save up to seven driver pro-
files. If a vehicle is used by several people,
each person can use their own driver profile
in the vehicle. The guest driver profile can be
used when driving the vehicle without a driver
profile.

Automatic driver recognition can activate a
driver profile as soon as the vehicle is un-
locked. To do so, a vehicle key must be linked
to the driver profile.

Functional requirement

The vehicle must be stationary to create,
change, delete, or edit a driver profile.

Welcome window

A welcome window appears on the control dis-
play after the vehicle is unlocked. The type of
the welcome depends on the following prereg-
uisites:

> No driver profile is saved to the vehicle:

The welcome is neutral. A new driver profile
can be added.

> Vehicle key has not been assigned to a
driver profile:

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> If the sensors are dirty or covered, e.g., by
stickers.

> After improper paint work on the vehicle in
the area of the sensors.

Movement in range of the sensors may cause
the trunk to open or close unintentionally, e.g.,
when objects are lifted quickly in the vehicle
rear or due to the moving brushes in a car
wash. To prevent such unintended opening of
the cargo area in such cases, keep the vehicle
key at a sufficient distance from the rear of the
vehicle.

Malfunction

A Warning

With manual operation of a blocked tailgate,
it can release itself unexpectedly from the
blocking. There is a risk of injury and risk

of property damage. Do not operate the tail-
gate manually if it is blocked. Have the vehi-
cle checked by an authorized service center
or another qualified service center or repair
shop.

In the event of an electrical malfunction in the
automatic tailgate, operate the unlocked tail-
gate slowly with a smooth motion by hand.

> Optical alarm:

By flashing of the hazard warning system
and headlights, where required.

Do not modify the system to ensure function of
the alarm system.

Turning the alarm system on/off

The alarm system is activated or deactivated
as soon as the vehicle is locked or unlocked.

The alarm system does not turn on if the vehi-
cle is locked manually from the inside.
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Opening the doors with the alarm
system switched on

The alarm system is triggered when a door
is opened if the door was unlocked using the
integrated key in the door lock.

Opening the cargo area with the
alarm system switched on

The cargo area can be opened even when the
alarm system is switched on.

After closing the cargo areaq, the cargo area will
be locked and monitored again. The hazard
warning system flashes once during closing.

Panic mode

You can trigger the alarm system if you find
yourself in a dangerous situation.

> Briefly press the button on the vehi-
cle key three times in succession.

Press the button on the vehicle key
and hold for at least 3 seconds.

To switch off the alarm: press any button.

Indicator light on the interior mirror

The indicator light on the interior mirror shows
the status of the alarm system:

> The indicator light flashes briefly every

The alarm system is switched on.

10 seconds, then flashes briefly every
2 seconds:
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The interior motion sensor and tilt alarm
sensor are not activated because the
doors, hood, or tailgate are not closed cor-
rectly. Correctly closed access points are
secured.

The interior motion sensor and tilt alarm
sensor will turn on when all open access
points are closed.

> The indicator light flashes even though all
access points have been closed:

Alarm system error.
> The indicator light goes out after unlocking:
The vehicle has not been tampered with.

> The indicator light flashes after unlocking
until drive-ready state is switched on, but
no longer than approx. 5 minutes:

The alarm has been triggered.

Tilt alarm sensor

The tilt alarm sensor is part of the alarm sys-
tem and monitors the vehicle's tilt.

The alarm system responds in situations such
as attempts to steal a wheel or when the vehi-
cle is towed.

Interior motion sensor

The interior motion sensor is part of the alarm
system and monitors the vehicle interior.

The alarm system triggers when movement is
detected inside the vehicle.

The windows must be closed for the system to
function properly.

Avoiding unintentional alarms

General information

The tilt alarm sensor and interior motion sen-
sor can trigger an alarm, although no unau-
thorized action occurred.

An unintentional alarm can be triggered in the
following situations:

> In car washes.

> In duplex garages.

> During transport on trains carrying vehicles,
at sea or on a trailer.

> With animals in the vehicle.

> When the vehicle is locked after start of re-
fueling.

The tilt alarm sensor and the interior motion

The airbags do not re-
place seat belts.

All seat belt anchorage points are designed to
achieve the best possible protective effect for
the seat belts when used properly and with the
correct seat settings.

The two outer seat belt buckles of the rear
seats are intended for the persons sitting on
the left and right.
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The center seat belt buckle of the rear seats is
intended for the person sitting in the middle.

> In tight curves, on hilltops or in depressions,
in crossing traffic or half-obscured oncom-
ing traffic on highways.

> In poorly-lit towns and cities or in the pres-
ence of highly reflective signs.

> When the windshield in the area in front
of the interior mirror is fogged up, dirty or
covered with stickers, etc.

Exterior lighting

The exterior lighting comprises all lighting ele-
ments on the outside of the vehicle.

Front airbags

The front airbag helps protect the driver and
front passenger in the event of a frontal impact
in which the seat belts alone would not provide
adequate protection.
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Principle

The airbag system provides additional protec-
tion in the event of an accident, especially if the
seat belt is worn correctly.

4 Side airbag
5 Knee airbag

Side airbag

In the event of a side collision, the side airbag
protects the side of the body in the chest and
lap area.
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Head airbag

In the event of a side collision, the head airbag
protects the head.

Ejection Mitigation

The head airbag system is designed as an
ejection mitigation countermeasure to reduce
the likelihood of ejections of vehicle occupants
through side windows during rollovers or side
collision events.

Knee airbag

The availability of the knee airbag depends on
the national-market version.

The knee airbag protects the legs in the event
of a frontal impact.

Protective effect

General information

Airbags are not deployed in every impact sit-
uation, e.qg., in less severe accidents.

Information on optimum protective
effect of the airbags

A Warning

If the seat position is incorrect, the seat

belts are fastened incorrectly or the deploy-
ment area of the airbags is impaired, the
airbag system cannot provide protection as
intended and may cause additional injuries
due to deployment. There is a risk of injury

or danger to life. Follow the information on
achieving the optimum protective effect of the
airbag system.

To ensure that the airbag system has the opti-
mal protective effect, note the following:

> Keep a distance from the airbags.

There should be no additional persons, an-
imals or objects between an airbag and a
person.

Keep the dashboard and windshield on the
passenger's side clear, i.e., do not cover
with adhesive film or other coating, and do
not attach mounts for, e.g., navigation devi-
ces or mobile phones.

Do not bond the airbag cover panels with
adhesive, do not cover them, and do not
modify them in any way.

Do not use the front passenger's side air-
bag cover for storage.

Keep storage compartments near the air-
bags closed, e.g., glove compartment or
center armrest.

Do not place slip covers, seat cushions,

or other objects on the front seats unless
they are specifically designed for seats with
integrated airbags.

Do not hang pieces of clothing such as
jackets over the backrests.

Do not modify individual components or
wiring. This also applies to the dashboard,
steering wheel covers, and seats.

Do not disassemble the airbag system.
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Even when all instructions are followed closely,
the airbags may still cause injury upon contact
in certain situations.

The ignition and inflation noise may lead

to short-term and, in most cases, temporary
hearing impairment in sensitive occupants.
Vehicle modifications for a person with disabil-
ities may affect the air bag system; contact
BMW Customer Relations for further informa-
tion.

The indicator light does not il-
luminate when, for instance, a
correctly seated person of suf-
ficient size is detected on the
seat.

When the front passenger seat is occupied,
check the indicator light in the headliner before
and while driving.
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Fault of the automatic deactivation
system

For adolescents and adults, the front pass-
enger airbag may deactivate in certain seat
positions. In this case, the indicator light for
the front passenger airbag illuminates in the
headliner.

In this case, change the seat position so that
the front passenger airbag activates and the
indicator light goes out.

If it is not possible to establish the desired con-
dition, have the person sit in the rear seat.

Occupancy detection

The occupant detection system satisfies the
legal requirements of Federal Motor Vehicle
Safety Standard FMVSS 208 and deactivates
the front passenger airbag under certain con-
ditions.

The Forward Collision Mitigation warns on dif-
ferent warning levels, depending on the re-
spective hazardous situation.

In the event of an acute warn-
ing, a warning light flashes red and a warning
tone sounds.

In the event of a system warning, the driver
must intervene immediately and in accordance
with the situation.

> Red warning light illuminates:

A hazardous situation has been detected.
Increased awareness is required.

> Red warning light flashes:
There is a risk of collision. Intervene imme-
diately.

> A warning signal sounds:

When an acute warning is issued by Active
Blind Spot Detection, the steering wheel vi-
brates briefly. The warning light in the exterior
mirror flashes brightly.

An acute warning is issued if the following con-
ditions are met:

Side collision mitigation

The side-collision warning helps to avoid an
impending side collision.

If, for example, another vehicle is detected next
to your vehicle and there is a risk of collision
with this vehicle, the system helps avoid a col-
lision. To do so, the system issues a warning
by flashing the warning light on the exterior
mirror, issuing a Check Control message, and
vibrating the steering wheel.

If there is a risk of collision when reversing, this
system provides assistance by performing an
automatic brake intervention.
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The sensors monitor the area behind the vehi-
cle.

Depending on the vehicle equipment, the area
around the vehicle in front of the vehicle is
monitored as well.

The system displays a warning light on the
exterior mirror, for example, when other road
users are approaching.

The Cross Traffic Warning can be activated or
deactivated on the control display.

Depending on vehicle equipment, video re-
cordings can be saved directly to a mobile de-
vice, e.g., a smartphone or USB stick.

In addition, the following parameters are
stored for the trip:

> Date.
> Time.
> Speed.
> GPS coordinates.
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Vehicle features and options

This system may not be available in the
owned vehicle, e.g. due to the selected op-
tional equipment, the national-market version
or the option for later enabling and software
updates. This also applies to individual func-
tions of the system.

If the internet connection is weak or cannot be
established, theft alerts and video downloads
may be restricted or not available.

The quality of the Wi-Fi connection affects
whether recordings can be saved on your
smartphone. This function may be restricted or
not available if the connection is weak.

Active Protection

Principle

Active Protection prepares occupants and the
vehicle for a possible accident in critical driving
situations.

Depending on vehicle equipment and national-
market version, Active Protection consists of
various PreCrash functions.

Active Protection is used to detect certain criti-
cal driving situations that might lead to an acci-
dent. This includes the following critical driving
situations:

> Emergency braking.
> Severe understeering.
> Severe oversteering.

General information

Certain functions of some vehicle systems can
lead to Active Protection being triggered within
their system limits:

> Automatic brake intervention by Forward
Collision Mitigation.

> Brake power assistance provided by For-
ward Collision Mitigation.

> Detection of an impending rear collision by
the Rear-collision warning.

Safety information

Automatic positioning of the backrest for
the front passenger seat.

Systems can be returned to the desired set-
tings following a critical driving situation with-
out accident.

PostCrash iBrake

Principle

In certain accident situations, PostCrash iBrake
can automatically bring the vehicle to a stop
without any need for the driver to intervene.
This can reduce the risk of a further collision.
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After coming to a halt, the brake is released
automatically.

The driver can intervene manually to brake the
vehicle more sharply or cancel automatic brak-
ing with PostCrash iBrake.

Harder vehicle deceleration

In certain situations, it may be necessary to
bring the vehicle to a stop more quickly than
automatic braking with PostCrash iBrake.

To do this, quickly apply extra force to the
brake. The brake pressure will then be higher
than the brake pressure generated by auto-
matic braking. Automatic braking with Post-
Crash iBrake is canceled.

Abort automatic braking

It may be necessary to cancel PostCrash
iBrake automatic braking in certain situations,
e.g., when making an evasive maneuver.
Automatic braking can be canceled by doing
as follows:

> By depressing the brake pedal for slightly
longer.

> By pressing the accelerator pedal for
slightly longer.

Fatigue alert

Safety information

Principle

The Fatigue Alert system can detect when the
driver is less alert using various criteria.

The Fatigue Alert break recommendation func-
tion can detect driver fatigue, e.g., during long,
monotonous trips. This function recommends
taking a break as necessary. A message will
appear on the control display.

The Fatigue Alert system may be limited. If
the system is limited, either no warning may
be issued or an unwarranted warning may be
issued.

The break recommendation function may be
limited in the following situations:

> If the time is set incarrectly.

> At a predominantly driven speed below ap-
prox. 43 mph/70 km/h.

> With a sporty driving style such as during
rapid acceleration or when cornering fast.

> In active driving situations such as when
changing lanes frequently.

> When the road condition is poor.
> In the event of strong side winds.

Driver Attention Camera

Principle

The Driver Attention Camera is a camera on
the instrument cluster. The camera monitors
the driver's activity and direction of view, de-
pending on vehicle equipment.

The assistance systems help drivers by ana-
lyzing whether they are paying attention, e.g.,
by evaluating their head position and eyes.

Functional requirements

For full operability, make sure that the field of
view of the Driver Attention Camera is not ob-
structed.

The steering wheel and driver's seat height
must be adjusted so that the entire instrument
cluster is visible. This enables the Driver Atten-
tion Camera to record the driver's entire face.

Overview

Depending on vehicle equipment, the instru-
ment cluster may have some infrared light
sources. Depending on the light conditions,
these light sources can be visible when the
vehicle is in standby mode.

System limits

The Driver Attention Camera may not be fully
operational in the following situations:

> When the Driver Attention Camera is cov-
ered by the steering wheel.

> When wearing sunglasses with high protec-
tion against infrared light.

This reduces the
braking distance to a minimum for full braking.

Dynamic Stability Control

Principle

Dynamic Stability Control helps keep your ve-
hicle safely on the road in critical driving situa-
tions. The drive power is reduced depending
on the situation, and wheels can be braked
individually. This system can be activated or
deactivated via My Modes.

Dynamic Stability Control will detect the follow-
ing unstable driving conditions, for example:

> Skidding at the vehicle rear, which can lead
to oversteering.

> Loss of adhesion of the front wheels, which
can lead to understeering.

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BMW xDrive

BMW xDrive is the all-wheel-drive system

of the vehicle. The interplay between BMW
xDrive and other suspension control systems
such as Dynamic Stability Control further opti-
mizes traction and driving dynamics.

BMW xDrive variably distributes the drive
forces to the front and rear axles as required
by the driving situation and road conditions.

Hill Descent Control

Principle

Hill Descent Control is a downhill control fea-
ture for vehicles with all-wheel drive. This fea-
ture adjusts the vehicle speed on steep down-
hill gradients, e.g., when driving on unpaved
roads.

When Hill Descent Control is on, the vehicle
moves at the speed set by the driver, without
the driver having to depress the brake pedal.

While Hill Descent Control is regulating the
speed, it automatically distributes the brake
power to the individual wheels. Driving stability
and steerability are improved. If necessary, the
Antilock Braking System prevents the wheels
from locking.

Hill Descent Control can be enabled at speeds
below approx. 25 mph/40 km/h.

Speeds can be set between approx.

2 mph/3 km/h and approx. 20 mph/30 km/h.
While driving downhill, this system reduces the
vehicle speed to the set value, as physically
possible.

Hill Descent Control provides assistance when
driving in selector lever positions D, N, and R.

Servotronic

Servotronic is a speed-dependent steering
support.

The system provides the steering force with
more support at low speeds than at higher
ones. This makes parking easier, for example,
and makes the steering firmer when driving at
faster speeds.

The steering force is adapted to the drive
mode to convey a firm, sporty feel or a com-
fortable steering response.

Variable sport steering

The variable sports steering enables direct,
agile handling with little steering effort. The
variable sports steering responds independ-
ently of the current speed, varying the steering
gear ratio in line with the steering angle.

> In situations that require large movements
of the steering wheel, e.g., when maneu-

vering or turning, even minor movements of

the steering wheel will result in a greater
wheel steering angle. As a result, the varia-
ble sports steering increases steering com-
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fort by reducing the necessary steering ef-
fort.

The wheel angle is reduced in situations
that require minor or rapid corrections of
the direction of travel when driving at higher
speeds, e.qg., swerving quickly or correcting
for crosswinds. In these cases, the variable
sports steering increases driving stability
when moving the steering wheel.

Speed Limit Info

Speed Limit Info

Principle

Speed Limit Info uses a camera near the in-
terior rearview mirror to detect road signs at
the edge of the road as well as overhead sign
posts.

Speed Limit Info shows the currently valid
speed limit in the instrument cluster and, if
necessary, the Head-up display.

Speed Limit Info may also show speed limits
that apply to routes that are not signposted if
the navigation system has current map data.

General information

Traffic signs with subplates are analyzed and
compared with the vehicle's on-board data.
The traffic sign will then be either displayed
or ignored depending on the situation in the
instrument cluster and the Head-up display.

For Speed Limit Info to function correctly, cur-
rent map data for the country in which the ve-
hicle is operated must be downloaded.

For information on the current map version
and the driver assistance map, see "Driver as-
sistance map” under “Navigation system”.

Without map data, the system is subject to
certain technical limitations. Traffic signs with
speed limitations are detected and displayed
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only. Speed limits due to entering towns/cities,
highway signs, etc., are not displayed. Speed
limits with extra traffic signs are always dis-
played.

Speed limits for trailer towing will be displayed
when the trailer socket is occupied or trailer
towing was activated via iDrive.

Depending on the equipment, an approved
maximum speed can be set up for trailer tow-
ing, which will be taken into account for the
display of speed limits.

If your vehicle is equipped with the Cross Traf-
fic Warning, a warning is also shown on the
display for vehicles approaching from the side
at the rear and front.

To protect the sides of the vehicle, obstacle

markings are displayed on the sides of the ve-
hicle.

> Interior filter.

> Air conditioning system to control the tem-
perature, air flow, and air recirculation.

Interior filter

The interior filter cleans the incoming fresh
air or the circulated interior air in recirculation
mode.

Depending on the equipment:

> Dust and pollen is filtered out from the in-
flowing air.

> Nano-particle emissions are reduced.
> Gaseous pollutants are filtered.

Microbial particles, viruses and allergens
are filtered.

[ The manufacturer of the vehicle recommends
having the interior filter changed during vehicle
maintenance.

> Change the air flow direction, arrow 1.

> Knurled wheel for variable opening and
closing of the air vents, arrow 2.

Pre-ventilation

Principle

Pre-ventilation is used to cool or heat the vehi-
cle interior before beginning a drive. The vehi-
cle interior is ventilated or heated as necessary
using residual engine heat, depending on the
set temperature and ambient temperature.

Setting the ventilation

Depending on the desired ventilation, align the
air flow directly or indirectly toward the pas-
sengers.

Open the air vents and position them to ensure
effective air conditioning.
The system can be switched on and off directly
or via a preset departure time.

The activation time is determined based on
the outside temperature. The system promptly
switches on before the selected departure
time.
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The system switches off automatically after a
certain period of time. The system continues to
run for some time after being switched off.

Functional requirements

The following functional requirements apply for
pre-ventilation:

> The vehicle is in idle state or standby state.
> The vehicle battery is sufficiently charged.

If pre-ventilation is switched on, the vehicle
battery will be discharged. Thus, limit the
maximum activation time to save the vehi-
cle battery. System can be used again once
engine is started or after a short drive.

> Time and date are set correctly.

> The ventilation air vents are open.

Departure time

Principle

Different departure times can be set to ensure
a comfortable interior temperature in the vehi-
cle at the time of departure:

On the desired weekdays, the system will
be switched on before the set departure
time.

Spilled liguids can distract from the surround-
ing traffic conditions, lead to an accident and
damage vehicle components. Hot drinks can
damage the cup holder or lead to scalding.
There is a risk of injury and risk of property
damage. Do not force objects into the cup
holder. Make sure that drink containers are
secured firmly in the cup holder. Use light-
weight, shatterproof, and sealable contain-
ers. Clean up spilled liquids immediately. Do
not transport hot beverages.

Loading

is a risk of injury and risk of property damage.

High gross vehicle weight can overheat the

When driving, loose items or devices con-
nected to the vehicle with a cable, i.e., mobile
phones, may be thrown around the vehicle,
e.g., in the event of an accident or when brak-
ing or performing evasive maneuvers.

Improperly stowed objects can slip and be
thrown into the car's interior, for instance in
the event of an accident, braking or an eva-
sive maneuver.

Fluids in the cargo area can cause damage.
There is a risk of property damage. Make
sure that no fluids leak in the cargo area.

Steps for determining correct load

limit

1. Locate the statement "The combined
weight of occupants and cargo should
never exceed XXX kg or XXX Ibs" on the
vehicle's placard.

2. Determine the combined weight of the
driver and passengers that will be riding in
the vehicle.

3. Subtract the combined weight of the driver
and passengers from XXX kg or XXX Ibs.

4. The resulting figure equals the available
amount of cargo and luggage load ca-
pacity. For example, if the "XXX" amount
equals 1,400 Ibs and there will be five
150 Ibs passengers in the vehicle, the
amount of available cargo and luggage
load capacity is 650 Ibs (1,400 - 750 (5 x
150) = 650 Ibs).
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5. Determine the combined weight of luggage
and cargo being loaded on the vehicle.
That weight may not safely exceed the
available cargo and luggage load capacity
calculated in Step 4.

6. If the vehicle will be towing a trailer, load
from your trailer will be transferred to the
vehicle.

The maximum payload is the sum of the
weight of the occupants and the cargo.

Stowing and securing cargo
To stow and secure cargo, note the following:

> Cover sharp edges and corners on the
cargo.

> Do not stack cargo above the upper edge of
the backrests.

> If stowing sufficiently large items in the
cargo areaq, fold down the rear seat back-
rests completely.

> Fasten straps, etc. for securing the load to
the lashing eyes in the cargo area.

> Small, light-weight cargo: Secure with ten-
sioning/draw straps or with a cargo net.

> Larger, heavy cargo: Secure with cargo
straps.

> Stow particularly heavy cargo as far for-
ward as possible, directly behind and below
the rear seat backrests. When the rear seat
is not occupied, secure each of the outer
seat belts in the opposite buckle.

Lashing eyes in the cargo
area

Principle

Lashing eyes are devices used to secure
loads. Depending on vehicle equipment, two
lashing eyes are provided in the cargo area.

General information

To secure cargo, attach suitable devices, e.g.,
lashing straps, tensioning straps, draw straps,
or cargo nets, to the lashing eyes.

Overview

The lashing eyes are located in the cargo areaq,
on the side panels and rear panel.

Multifunction hook

Principle

Light-weight objects can be hung on the multi-
function hooks in the cargo area.
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Safety information

A\ Warning

Improper use of the multifunction hooks can
lead to a risk of objects flying about, e.g., dur-
ing braking and evasive maneuvers. There is
a risk of injury and risk of property damage.
Only hang lightweight objects from the multi-
function hooks. Heavy luggage in the cargo
area must be properly secured.

Overview

A multifunction hook is provided on the right
side of the cargo area.

Fold down the multifunction hook until it audi-
bly engages in the lower position.

Net

Depending on vehicle equipment, a net is pro-

vided on the left or right side of the cargo area.

Smaller items can be stored in the net. To
transport larger objects, slide the net down.

Cargo floor panel

Principle

To stow cargo, a storage compartment is pro-
vided under the cargo area floor. The cargo
area floor can be opened.
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General information

The cargo cover and partition net can be
stowed away.

Safety information

A Warning

Improper use of the cargo area floor can lead
to a risk of objects flying about during braking
and evasive maneuvers, for example. There

is a risk of injury and risk of property damage.

> Do not use the cargo area floor to sepa-
rate the cargo area and vehicle interior
in the sense of a luggage net.

> Only use the cargo area floor in the
folded-up position when the rear seat
backrests are folded up and locked.

> Fold down the cargo area floor before
driving off.

> Always secure cargo against slipping,
using straps, belts and lashing eyes, for
instance.

/N NOTICE

The storage space under the cargo area floor
is only suitable for soft objects. Hard objects
may result in damage to the vehicle electrical
system in the event of an accident. There is

a risk of property damage. Only stow soft ob-
jects under the cargo area floor.
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Opening the storage compartment Fold up the cargo floor panel

The cargo area floor can be folded up as fol-
lows:

1. Fold the rear part of the cargo floor panel
forward.

2. Fold up the cargo area floor if it has been
folded forward.

To open the storage compartment, use the
handle to pull the cargo area floor upward and
fold it forward.

Closing the storage compartment
Fold the cargo area floor back and push it u

Enlarging the cargo area

Principle

The cargo area can be enlarged by folding
down the rear seat backrests.

General information

The rear seat backrest is divided at a ratio of
40-20-40. The right rear seat backrest and
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the center section can be folded down sepa-
rately. The left rear seat backrest can be folded
down together with the center section.

Safety information

A Warning

Vehicle parts can be damaged or body parts
jammed when folding down the rear seat
backrest. There is a risk of injury or risk of
property damage. Make sure that the area of
movement of the rear seat backrest including
head restraint is clear when folding down.

A Warning

If a rear seat backrest is not locked, unse-
cured cargo can be thrown about the car's
interior; for instance, in the event of an acci-
dent, braking or an evasive maneuver. There
is a risk of injury. Make sure that the rear seat
backrest is locked after folding it back.

A Warning

The stability of the child restraint system is
limited or compromised with incorrect seat
setting or improper installation of the child
seat. There is a risk of injury or danger to life.
Make sure that the child restraint system fits
securely against the backrest. If possible, ad-
just the backrest tilt for all affected backrests
and correctly adjust the seats. Make sure that
seats and backrests are securely engaged or
locked.

Folding down the rear seat backrest

To fold in the rear seat backrests, proceed as
follows:

Folding back the backrest

Return the rear seat backrest to the seat posi-
tion and engage it.

Folding down the center section

To fold down the center section, proceed as
follows:

Pull down the sliding button to the right of the
head restraint and fold the center section for-
ward.

Cargo cover

Principle

The cargo cover separates the cargo area from
the seat rows and is used to secure cargo. The
cargo cover can be removed.
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Safety information

A\ Warning

When driving, loose items or devices con-
nected to the vehicle with a cable, i.e., mobile
phones, may be thrown around the vehicle,
e.g., in the event of an accident or when brak-
ing or performing evasive maneuvers. There
is a risk of injury and risk of property damage.
Secure loose objects or devices that are con-
nected to the vehicle via a cable.

AN Warning

An incorrectly inserted cargo cover can be
thrown about the car's interior such as in the
event of an accident or a braking or evasive
maneuver. There is a risk of injury and risk of
property damage. Make sure the cargo cover
is securely engaged in the brackets.

A Warning

Body parts can become trapped when the
folding cargo cover is operated. There is a
risk of injury. When operating the folding
cargo cover, make sure that the travel path
of the cover is clear.

A cargo cover that snaps back quickly can
jam body parts or cause damage. Thereis a
risk of injury and risk of property damage. Do
not let the cargo cover snap back into place.

Opening the cargo cover

To open the cargo cover, use the handle to pull
the cargo cover back and unhook it from the
holders on both sides.

Using the handle, hold the cargo cover firmly
and slowly guide it straight forward. The cargo
cover is retracted.

Closing the cargo cover

To close the cargo cover, slowly pull the cargo
cover out and straight forward, arrow 1, and
hook it to the holders on both sides, arrows 2.

Removing the cargo cover

The cover can be removed to load bulky lug-
gage.

To remove the cargo cover, press the release
button, arrow 1, and pull the cargo cover out
toward the rear, arrow 2.

The cargo cover can be stowed in the storage
compartment under the cargo floor panel.

Inserting the cargo cover
To insert the cargo cover, proceed as follows:

1. Place the cargo cover on one side of the
side trim panel.

2. Slide the other side forward into the mounts
on the side trim panel.
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The cargo cover should engage audibly.
The cargo cover is correctly engaged when
the red marking on the release button is no
longer visible.

3. Repeat this process for the other side of the
cargo cover.

Stowing the cargo cover

The cargo cover can be stowed under the
cargo floor panel.

1. Fold the cargo area floor forward.

2. Slide the cargo cover under the right side
trim panel and place it in the storage com-
partment.

General information

The following break-in procedures will help the
vehicle achieve a long service life and good
efficiency.

During break-in, do not use the Launch Con-
trol.

Due to new parts and components, safety
and driver assistance systems can react with
a delay. There is a risk of accident, injury, and
property damage. After installing new parts
or with a new vehicle, drive conservatively
and intervene early if necessary. Observe the
break-in procedures of the respective parts
and components.

Engine, transmission, and axle drive

Up to 1,200 miles/2,000 km

Up to 1,200 miles/2,000 km, do not exceed the
maximum engine speed and vehicle speed:

> For gasoline engine 4,500 rpm and
100 mph/160 km/h.

Avoid full throttle or kickdown under all circum-
stances.

From 1,200 miles/2,000 km

From 1,200 miles/2,000 km, the engine speed
and the vehicle speed can be gradually in-
creased.

Tires
Tire traction is not optimal due to manufactur-
ing circumstances when tires are brand new.

Drive conservatively for the first
200 miles/300 km.

Brake system

Brake disks and brake pads must be broken
in to avoid the conditions that can lead to
brake noise. Drive cautiously for the first ap-
prox. 300 miles/500 km.

Following part replacement

Safety information

A Warning

An open tailgate protrudes from the vehicle
and can endanger occupants and other road
users or damage the vehicle in the event of
an accident, braking or evasive maneuvers.
In addition, exhaust gas or water may enter
the vehicle interior. There is a risk of injury
and risk of property damage. Do not drive
with the tailgate open.

Driving with the tailgate open

If the vehicle still needs to be driven with the
tailgate open:

> Close all windows.

> Greatly increase the blower output.
> Drive moderately.
>

Secure the tailgate, e.g., with a tensioning
belt.

Ground clearance

A\ Warning

Damage to vehicle components can nega-
tively impact handling at high speeds. This
includes, among other things, tires, under-
body and parts for improving aerodynamics.
There is a risk of accident, injury, and prop-
erty damage. Have damage corrected by an
authorized service center or another qualified
service center or repair shop. Do not drive at
high speeds until the damage is corrected.

Hot exhaust system

A Warning

High temperatures can occur underneath the
body, for instance caused by the exhaust
system, while driving. Contact with the ex-
haust system can cause burns. There is a risk
of injury. Do not touch the exhaust system,
including the exhaust pipe, when hot.

/N NOTICE

If the ground clearance is insufficient,

e.g., underground garage entrances, speed
bumps, or curbs, the ground may come

into contact with vehicle parts, e.g., spoiler,
and the underbody. There is a risk of prop-
erty damage. Ensure that there is sufficient
ground clearance available. Adjust your driv-
ing style to the respective conditions.

A\ Warning

If combustible materials such as leaves or
grass come in contact with hot parts of the
exhaust system, these materials can ignite.
There is a risk of fire and an injury hazard.
Do not remove the heat shields installed and
never apply undercoating to them. Make sure
that no combustible materials can come in
contact with hot vehicle parts while driving, in
Neutral or during parking.

Exhaust gas particulate filter
Principle

The exhaust gas particulate filter collects soot
particles. The soot particles are burned at high
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temperatures to clean the exhaust gas particu-
late filter as necessary.

General information

Depending on vehicle equipment and national-
market version, the vehicle is equipped with

an exhaust particulate filter, For more informa-
tion on the exhaust particulate filter, contact an
authorized service center or another qualified
service center or repair shop.

The following may occur when cleaning for
several minutes:

> The combustion engine may not run as
smoothly for a short time.

> A somewhat higher RPM is necessary to
reach usual power development.

> Fuel consumption may be higher. The
higher fuel consumption is included as
mean value in the display for the current
consumption.

> The exhaust system is emitting a small
amount smoke, even after the engine is
shut off.

> There is audible noise, e.g., radiator fan is
running, even several minutes after the en-
gine is shut off.

It is normal for the radiator fan to run for sev-
eral minutes after driving, even with short trips.

Condensation in drive system

Various driving profiles ensure that the drive
system functions properly. A driving style with
consistently low loads can negatively affect
overall functionality, e.g., condensation forming
in the drive system. Occasionally running the
engine longer with higher loads can counteract
this.

If condensation has formed in the drive sys-
tem, a corresponding Check Control message
appears. In this case, on the next drive outside
of town, proceed as follows for approx. 30 mi-
nutes:
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> Deactivate the speed control system.
> Activate Sport Mode via My Modes.
> If possible, drive at varying speeds.

Mobile communications in the
vehicle

A Warning

Vehicle electronics and mobile communica-
tion devices can influence one another. There
is radiation due to the transmission oper-
ations of mobile communication devices.
There is a risk of injury and risk of property
damage. If possible, only use mobile commu-
nication devices, e.g., mobile phones, when
connected directly to an external antenna or
Personal eSIM in order to prevent mutual in-
terference and to deflect radiation from the
vehicle interior.

Aquaplaning

On wet or slushy roads, a wedge of water can
form between the tires and the surface of the

road.

This phenomenon is referred to as aquaplan-
ing. It is characterized by a partial or complete
loss of contact between the tires and the road
surface, ultimately undermining your ability to
steer and brake the vehicle.

Driving through water

General information

When driving through water, follow the follow-
ing:
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> Only drive through when the combustion
engine is running.

> To prevent the combustion engine from
being switched off by the Auto Start/Stop
function, engage selector lever position S.

> The combustion engine also does not shut
off in selector lever position R.

> Only drive through calm water.

> Drive through water at a maximum of walk-
ing speed, up to 3 mph/5 km/h.

With pre-heating:

> Drive through water only up to a maximum
height of 9.8 inches/25 cm.

Without pre-heating:

> Drive through water only up to a maximum
height of 17.7 inches/45 cm.

Additional information:
Auto Start/Stop function, refer to page 119.

Safety information

/N NOTICE

When driving too quickly through deep water,
the water can penetrate the engine compart-
ment, the electrical system, or the transmis-
sion. There is a risk of property damage.
When driving through water, do not exceed
the maximum indicated water level and the
maximum speed for driving through water.

Braking safely

General information

The vehicle is equipped with an Antilock Brak-
ing System as a standard feature. Perform
emergency braking as required by the situa-
tion. To achieve the best possible braking as-
sistance, do not reduce the pressure on the
brake pedal during full braking.

Steering is still responsive. You can still avoid
any obstacles with a minimum of steering
movement.

The sounds from the hydraulic circuits indicate
that the Antilock Braking System is regulating
the vehicle.

Objects in the travel path of the pedals

Warning

Objects in the driver's footwell can limit the
pedal travel or block a depressed pedal.
There is a risk of accident, injury, and prop-
erty damage. Stow objects in the vehicle such
that they are secured and cannot enter into
the driver's footwell. Use floor mats that are
suitable for the vehicle and can be safely at-
tached to the floor. Do not use loose floor
mats and do not layer several floor mats.
Make sure that there is sufficient clearance
for the pedals. Ensure that the floor mats
are securely fastened again after they were
removed, for instance for cleaning.

Pedal feel when driving off

After turning on drive-ready state from idle
state, the pedal may feel unusual, e.g., the
pedal travel path may feel short or long. After
the brake pedal has been fully released, the
pedal will feel as usual again.

Driving in wet conditions

In case of wet roads, exposure to road salt or
in heavy rain, gently depress the brake pedal
every few kilometers. Ensure that this action

does not endanger other road users.

The heat generated while braking dries brake
disks and brake pads and protects them
against corrosion.

In this way the brake power will be available
when you need it.
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Hills

General information

Drive long or steep downhill gradients in the
gear that requires least braking effort. Other-
wise, the brake system may overheat and re-
duce braking effect.

You can increase the engine braking effect by
downshifting, going all the way to first gear, if
needed.

Safety information

A\ Warning

Light but constant pressure on the brake
pedal can lead to high temperatures, brake
wear, and even failure of the brake system.
There is a risk of accident, injury, and prop-
erty damage. Avoid placing excessive stress
on the brake system.

A Warning

In Neutral or with drive-ready state switched
off, safety functions, for instance engine brak-
ing effect, braking assistance and steering
assistance, may be restricted or not availa-
ble. There is a risk of accident, injury, and
property damage. Do not attempt to drive in
Neutral or with drive-ready state switched off.

Brake disk corrosion

Corrosion on the brake disks and soiling of the
brake pads are increased under the following
circumstances:

Low mileage.
Extended stationary periods.

v

Low load.

v Vv

Aggressive, acidic, or alkaline cleaning
agents.
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If corroded, the brake disks can cause corro-
sion adhesion with the brakes when braking
slowly. This usually cannot be corrected.

Condensation water under the
parked vehicle

When using the automatic climate control, con-
densation water develops and collects under-
neath the vehicle.

Driving on poor roads

Principle

Because of its greater ground clearance, the
vehicle can be driven on a variety of road types
and qualities.

Safety information

/N NOTICE

Objects in unpaved areas, for instance
stones or branches, can damage the vehicle.
There is a risk of property damage. Do not
drive on unpaved terrain.

When driving on poor roads

For your own safety and the safety of passen-

gers, as well as of your vehicle when driving on

poor-quality roads, note the following:

> Familiarize yourself with the vehicle before
driving off.
Do not take risks when driving.

> Adjust the speed to the road surface con-
ditions. The steeper and more uneven the
road, the slower your speed should be.

> When driving on steep uphill or downhill
gradients, add engine oil up to near the
max. level mark.

> For steep downhill driving, use Hill Descent
Control.
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> Do not allow the vehicle body or underbody
to come into contact with the ground.

> To ensure the best possible traction when
driving off, activate driving off support as
necessary.

> If the wheels continue to spin, press the ac-
celerator pedal with enough force that the
driving stability control systems can distrib-
ute the driving force to the wheels.

After a trip on poor roads

To ensure driving safety, check the wheels and
tires for damage after driving on poor-quality
roads. Clear heavy soiling from the body.

If the vehicle body or underbody has come

into contact with the ground, have the vehicle
checked by an authorized service center or an-
other qualified service center or repair shop.

Driving on racetracks

A Warning

The vehicle is not designed for use in M Sport
or motorsport-like competition. There is a risk
of accident, injury, and property damage. Do
not use the vehicle for M Sport or motorsport-
like competitions.

Higher mechanical and thermal loads during
racetrack operation lead to increased wear.
Use of the vehicle in M Sport or motor sport
type competition is an improper use of the ve-
hicle and may affect your warranty coverage.
Please consult the New Vehicle Limited War-
ranty Booklet for further information on war-
ranty matters.

The vehicle manufacturer recommends using
special sport tires, e.g., high-performance tires.

Before and after driving on a racetrack, have
the vehicle checked by an authorized service
center or another qualified service center or
repair shop.

Roof bars

Principle

Roof bars are devices that are mounted on the
vehicle to facilitate the transport of luggage.

When driving with a roof bar, various specifica-
tions, e.g., correct load, must be followed.

General information

Roof bars recommended by the manufacturer
of the vehicle are available as optional acces-
sories.

Safety information

AN Warning

When driving with a roof load, e.g., roof bars,
the vehicle's center of gravity is higher. This
increases the risk of the vehicle tipping in
critical driving situations. There is a risk of
accident, injury, and property damage. Drive
with roof load only with activated Dynamic
Stability Control.

Installation

You can only install roof bars if the vehicle has
a roof rail.

Follow the installation instructions for roof bars
when installing.
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Loading

Because roof racks raise the vehicle's center
of gravity when loaded, they have a significant
effect on vehicle handling and steering.

When loading and driving, note the following:

> Do not exceed the permissible roof load,
axle load, and gross vehicle weight.

Distribute the roof load evenly.

> The roof load should not extend past the
vehicle sides.

> Always place the heaviest items on the bot-
tom.

> Secure roof luggage firmly, for instance us-
ing tie-down straps.

> Do not let objects project into the swiveling
range of the tailgate.

> Drive carefully. Do not drive off or brake
suddenly or take corners at speed.

Using trailers and rear
carriers

Principle

The trailer and rear carrier, e.g., rear bicycle
rack, can be connected to the vehicle. When
driving with a trailer or rear carrier, you must
follow certain values and specifications for
drawbar nose weight, load, tire pressure, exte-
rior mirrors, and electrical consumption.

General information

The permissible trailer loads, the axle loads,
the drawbar nose weights, and the permissible
gross vehicle weight are specified in the tech-
nical data.

Drawbar nose weight

The maximum payload of the towing vehicle is
reduced by the weight of the trailer hitch and
the drawbar nose weight. The drawbar nose
weight increases the vehicle weight. Do not ex-
ceed the approved gross vehicle weight of the
towing vehicle.

Loading

To load the trailer, distribute the cargo as
evenly as possible over the loading surface.

Stow the cargo as low and close to the trailer

axle as possible. A low center of gravity in the
trailer increases the driving safety of the entire
trailer.

Do not exceed the approved gross vehicle
weight of the trailer and the permissible trailer
load of the vehicle. The smaller value applies
in each case.

Tire pressure

When towing a trailer, follow the tire pressure
specifications for the vehicle and the trailer.

For the vehicle, the tire inflation pressure for
higher loads applies.

After correcting the tire pressure or connecting
or disconnecting a trailer, reinitialize the Flat
Tire Monitor or reset the Tire Pressure Monitor.

To preserve the vehicle battery and reduce
electrical consumption, keep the switch-on
times of power consumers short during
camper operation.
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Trailer lighting

Before starting a drive, make sure that the
trailer lighting is working properly.

The output of the trailer lighting should not ex-
ceed:

> Turn signals/brake lights: 54 watts per side.

> Tail lights: 100 watts total.
> Reversing lights: 54 watts total.

Care for trailer hitch mount

Depending on vehicle equipment, keep the
trailer hitch mount clean.

Regularly treat the bearing points and sliding
surfaces with resin-free grease or oil.

Before using steam/high-pressure cleaners on
the vehicle, remove the ball head and insert
the cover into the mount.

Mount for trailer hitch

Principle

The trailer hitch mount is located at the rear of
the vehicle and is used to mount a trailer hitch.

General information

The mount for the trailer hitch is located on the
rear of the vehicle, see arrow.

Information on suitable trailer hitches is pro-
vided on the underside of the mount cross
member.
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Follow the instructions for maintaining the
trailer hitch mount.

When driving, high temperatures can occur
underneath the vehicle body, e.g., due to the
exhaust system, brakes or radiator.

If the trailer safety line or the trailer safety
chain is not fastened correctly, the safety line
or safety chain may get caught and cause
damage to the vehicle or trailer.

Before driving with a trailer,
correctly couple the trailer safety line or the
trailer safety chain to the eye of the trailer
hitch. Ensure that the safety line or safety
chain can move freely and is not dragging on
the ground.

Driving with trailers or rear
carriers

Principle

To drive with a trailer or rear carrier, your
vehicle must meet certain requirements, e.g.,
trailer towing is activated. In certain driving sit-
uations, you must follow given instructions for
correct handling of your trailer or rear carrier,
e.g., when driving uphill or downhill.

When driving with a trailer or rear carrier, some
driver assistance systems may be restricted or
not available. A Check Control message is dis-
played where applicable. The driving stability
control systems, e.g., Antilock Braking System,
are still available.

When driving off on gradients with a vehicle-
trailer combination, use the parking brake to
prevent the vehicle-trailer combination from
rolling backwards.

1. (®) On the center console, press and
release the parking brake button shortly be-
fore driving off.

The parking brake is set.

2. Step on the accelerator pedal sufficiently to
drive off,

The parking brake is automatically released
when the accelerator pedal is activated.

Hills

Vehicle-trailer combinations tend to sway
more on hills.

Manually downshift to the next-lowest gear
before driving on a hill and drive downhill
slowly.

Trailer Assistant

With the Trailer Assistant, the steering wheel

is not used to steer the vehicle-trailer combina-
tion when reversing. The vehicle-trailer combi-
nation is steered by continuously entering and
correcting the articulation angle on the control
display or using the buttons for adjusting the
exterior mirrors. The articulation angle is the
angle between the vehicle and trailer. This an-
gle is thus the desired direction of travel for the
vehicle-trailer combination in reverse.

When reversing, the system takes control of
steering the front wheels. The driver must con-
trol the speed using the accelerator and brake
pedals.

Brake Controller

Trailer stabilization control helps by absorbing
the swinging movements of the trailer.

If the trailer power socket is occupied but a
trailer has not been hitched, the system can
also become active in extreme driving situa-
tions, e.g., when using a bicycle rack with light-
ing.

To use trailer stabilization control, the follow-
ing functional requirements must be met:

> The trailer power socket is occupied.

> Vehicle speed must be more than approx.
40 mph/65 km/h.

System limits

The system cannot intervene or not intervene
in time in the following situations, for instance:

> If a trailer jackknifes suddenly, for instance
on slippery roads or loose surfaces.

> If a trailer with a high center of gravity tilts,
before swinging is detected.

> If Dynamic Stability Control is deactivated
or has malfunctioned.

> When the power consumption of a trailer is
too low, for instance due to tail lights with
LED technology, to be detected by the sys-
tem.
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Trailer brakes only work if a brake controller is
installed.

Trailer brakes will not work without the brake
controller.

The vehicle manufacturer recommends having
the brake controller installed by an authorized
service center or another qualified service cen-
ter or repair shop. Incorrect installation or pin-
ning of the connector can cause the trailer
lights and brake system to fail.

Rear carriers

Rear carriers, e.g., rear bicycle racks, are devi-
ces that are mounted on the vehicle in order to
help transport cargo.

> If the center of gravity is up to 11.8 in-

ches/30 cm from the ball head, the gross
weight of the rear carrier must not exceed

165 Ibs/75 kag.

> If the center of gravity is 23.5 inches/60 cm
from the ball head, the gross weight of the
rear carrier must not exceed 77 Ibs/35 kg.

> Stow heavy cargo as close as possible to

the ball head.

> Fasten cargo securely to the rear carrier,

making sure it will not slip.

The maximum output of the rear carrier tail
lights should not exceed that of the trailer light-

ing.

Reducing fuel consumption

Principle

> Remove add-on parts, e.qg., a rear carrier,
after use.

> Close the windows while driving.

Check the tire pressure regularly and in-
crease it as necessary.

> Select Efficient Mode or Personal Mode.

Practice anticipatory driving and let the ve-
hicle coast more often.

> Deactivate functions that are not required,
e.g., rear window heating.

> Have the vehicle serviced regularly.
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Principle

Adaptive recuperation supports an anticipatory
and comfort-oriented driving style.

The system decides based on the situation if
energy is recovered through recuperation or if
the vehicle is to coast.

In vehicles with mild hybrid technology, the
power of recuperation is adaptive, which
causes the vehicle to decelerate to varying de-
grees when coasting.

General information

Various sensors analyze the current driving sit-
uation, e.g., the distance to the vehicle in front.

Adaptive recuperation is available depending
on the equipment and national-market version.

Functional requirements

The system active under the following condi-
tions:

Coasting

Principle

The drive system allows the vehicle to roll
freely with minimal deceleration in selector
lever position D. This driving condition is refer-
red to as coasting. This reduces fuel consump-
tion.

Vehicles with mild hybrid technology do not
consume fuel when coasting.

An anticipatory driving style helps the driver
use the coasting function often and enhances
the consumption-reducing effect of coasting.

Coasting is automatically adapted to the re-
spective driving situation.

Depending on vehicle equipment, “coasting” is
displayed in the Live Vehicle menu as "Efficient
coasting".

In certain situations, it may be necessary to
unlock the fuel filler flap manually, e.g., an
electrical malfunction.

In this case, have the fuel filler flap unlocked by
X an authorized service center or another quali-
\ fied service center or repair shop.

2. Turn the fuel filler cap counterclockwise.

3. Place the fuel filler cap in the mount on the
fuel filler flap.

Vehicle features and options

This chapter describes model-specific equip-
ment, systems, and functions that are currently
available, or may become available in the fu-
ture, even if they are not present in the vehicle.

Tire pressure

General information

The tire condition and tire pressure influence
the following:

> Tire service life.
> Driving safety.

> Driving comfort.
> Fuel consumption.

Safety information

AN Warning

A tire with too little or no tire inflation pres-
sure may heat up significantly and sustain
damage. This will have a negative impact

on aspects of handling such as steering and
braking response. There is a risk of accident,
injury, and property damage. Regularly check
the tire inflation pressure, and correct it as
needed, for instance twice a month and be-
fore a long trip.

Tire pressure specifications

In the tire pressure table

The tire pressure table contains all tire infla-
tion pressure specifications for given tire sizes
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at ambient temperature. The tire inflation pres-
sure specifications apply to the tire sizes ap-
proved by the vehicle manufacturer for the cor-
responding vehicle types.

To identify the correct tire inflation pressure,
please note the following:

> Tire sizes of the vehicle.
> Maximum speed for driving.

On the control display

The current tire inflation pressure values and
the intended tire inflation pressure values for
the mounted tires can be displayed on the con-
trol display.

To ensure that they are displayed correctly, the
tire sizes must be stored in the system and
must have been set for the mounted tires.

The current tire inflation pressure value is lo-
cated on each tire.

The reference tire inflation pressure value is
located in the lower area of the control display.

Checking the tire pressure

General information

The tires heat up while driving. The tire pres-
sure increases with the tire temperature.

Check the tire pressure regularly and correct as
necessary.

Tires have a natural, consistent tire pressure
loss. The displays of inflation devices may un-
der-read by up to 0.1 bar/2 psi.

Functional requirements

Only check the tire pressure when the tires are
cold, i.e.:
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> A distance traveled of max. 1.25 miles/2 km
has not been exceeded.

> If the vehicle has not moved again for at
least two hours after a trip.

Checking via tire inflation pressure
specifications in tire pressure table

To check the tire pressure using the tire pres-
sure specifications in the tire pressure table,
proceed as follows:

1. Determine the nominal tire pressure for
your tires using the information on the door
pillar in the driver's door.

2. Check the tire inflation pressure in all four
tires, using a pressure gage, for example.

3. Correct the tire inflation pressure if the ac-
tual tire inflation pressure deviates from the
intended tire inflation pressure.

4. Make sure that all valve caps are screwed
onto the tire valves.

The tire inflation pressure specifications in the
tire pressure table only correspond to cold tires
or tires at the same temperature as the ambi-
ent temperature.

If vehicle is equipped with an emergency
wheel: Check the tire pressure of the emer-
gency wheel in the cargo area regularly and
correct as necessary.

Checking using the tire inflation
pressure specifications on the control
display

To check the tire pressure using the tire pres-
sure information on the control display, pro-
ceed as follows:

1. Go through the menu as follows: Apps
menu / "Vehicle" / "Vehicle status" / "Tire
Pressure Monitor".

2. Check whether the current tire inflation
pressure levels deviate from the intended
tire pressure value.

3. Correct the tire inflation pressure if the ac-
tual tire inflation pressure deviates from the
intended tire inflation pressure.

The display of current tire pressure on the con-
trol display may be restricted when the vehicle
is stationary. The tire pressure will update after
a short drive.

After correcting the tire pressure

If your vehicle is equipped with a Tire Pressure
Monitor, the corrected tire pressures are ap-
plied automatically. Make sure that the tire set-
tings are correct. When using tires not found in
the tire inflation pressure specifications on the
control display, reset the Tire Pressure Moni-
tor.

If your vehicle is equipped with the Flat Tire
Monitor, reinitialize it.

For speeds of up to 100 mph/160 km/h and for
optimum driving comfort, follow the tire infla-
tion pressure specifications in the tire pressure
table and adjust as necessary.

All passenger vehicle tires must conform to
Federal Safety Requirements in addition to
these grades.
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Treadwear

The treadwear grade is a comparative rating
based on the wear rate of the tire when tested
under controlled conditions on a specified gov-
ernment test course. E.g., a tire graded 150
would wear one and one-half, 1 g, times as
well on the government course as a tire graded
100. The relative performance of tires depends
upon the actual conditions of their use, how-
ever, and may depart significantly from the
norm due to variations in driving habits, service
practices and differences in road characteris-
tics and climate.

Traction

The traction grades, from highest to lowest,
are AA, A, B, and C.

Those grades represent the tire's ability to
stop on wet pavement as measured under
controlled conditions on specified government
test surfaces of asphalt and concrete. A tire
marked C may have poor traction perform-
ance.

The traction grade assigned to this tire is
based on straight-ahead braking traction tests,
and does not include acceleration, cornering,
hydroplaning, or peak traction characteristics.

Temperature

The temperature grades are A, the highest, B,
and C, representing the tire's resistance to the
generation of heat and its ability to dissipate
heat when tested under controlled conditions
on a specified indoor laboratory test wheel.
Sustained high temperature can cause the
material of the tire to degenerate and reduce
tire life, and excessive temperature can lead to
sudden tire failure. The grade C corresponds
to a level of performance which all passenger
car tires must meet under the Federal Motor
Vehicle Safety Standard No. 109. Grades Band
A represent higher levels of performance on
the laboratory test wheel than the minimum
required by law.
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A\ Warning

The temperature grade for this tire is estab-
lished for a tire that is properly inflated and
not overloaded. Excessive speed, underinfla-
tion, or excessive loading, either separately
or in combination, can cause heat buildup
and possible tire failure. There is a risk of
accident, injury, and property damage.

M+S

Winter tires, as well as all-season tires with
better winter performance than summer tires,
can be identified by the M+S marking on the
tire side wall.

Tire tread depth

If the tire tread depth is too low, driving
safety may be impaired in critical situations
such as aquaplaning or slush on the road.

The tire tread depth may not
fall below 0.12 in/3 mm for summer tires and
0.16 in/4 mm for winter and all-season tires,
or observe the statutory regulations on mini-
mum tread depth.

Minimum tread depth

You can check the minimum tread depth on
your tires using the wear indicators.

The tire manufacturer's wear indicators are
distributed over the tire circumference. These
indicators have a height of min. 0.06 in/1.6 mm
and serve as an indicator for tire tread wear.

The positions of the wear indicators are
marked on the tire sidewall with TWI, Tread
Wear Indicator.

Tire damage

General information

Check your tires regularly for damage, foreign
objects lodged in the tread, and tread wear.

The following abnormalities may indicate tire
damage or a malfunction on the vehicle:

> Unusual vibrations.
> Unusual tire or running noises.

> Unusual vehicle handling such as a strong
tendency to pull to the left or right.

> Uneven wear pattern, e.g., increased wear
near tire shoulder.

Tire damage can be caused by situations such
as the following:

> Driving over curbs.
Road damage.

Tire pressure too low.
Vehicle overloading.

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Safety information

A\ Warning

Damaged tires can lose tire inflation pres-
sure, which can lead to loss of vehicle con-
trol.

The
vehicle manufacturer recommends that you
use tires of the same make and tread design.

New tires

Tire traction is not optimal due to manufactur-
ing circumstances when tires are brand new.

Drive conservatively for the first
200 miles/300 km.

Retreaded tires

A Warning

Retreated tires can have different tire casing
structures. With advanced age the service life
can be limited. There is a risk of accident,
injury, and property damage. The manufac-

turer of the vehicle does not recommend the
use of retreaded tires.

Maximum speed

Safety information

AN Warning

|f the maximum permissible speed of your
mounted tires is exceeded, the tires may be
damaged. There is a risk of accident, injury,
and property damage. Do not exceed the
maximum permissible speed of the tires.

Maximum speed of winter tires

If the maximum speed of the vehicle is higher
than the permissible speed of the winter tires,
the maximum permissible speed must be indi-
cated with a sign placed in the field of vision.
The info label is available from an authorized
service center or another qualified service cen-
ter or repair shop.

Winter tires

Winter tires are recommended for operating on
winter roads.

Winter tires can be identified by the moun-
tain/snowflake icon and the letters M+S on the
tire sidewall.

So-called all-season tires with the M+S des-
ignation but no mountain/snowflake icon per-
form better in winter than summer tires. As a
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rule, all-season tires do not perform the same
as winter tires.

Changing runflat tires

When changing from runflat tires to standard
tires, it must be ensured that the vehicle con-
tains an emergency wheel or tire mobility kit.
For more information, contact an authorized
service center or another qualified service cen-
ter or repair shop.

Wheel change between axles

A\ Warning

A wheel change between the axles on vehi-
cles with different tire sizes or rim sizes on
the front and rear axles can cause damage
to the tires and the vehicle. There is a risk

of accident, injury, and property damage. Do
not rotate the tires between the axles on ve-
hicles with different tire sizes or rim sizes on
the front and rear axles.

Different tread wear patterns can occur on the
front and rear axles depending on individual
driving conditions. The tires can be rotated in
pairs between the axles to achieve even abra-
sion. For more information, contact an author-
ized service center or another qualified service
center or repair shop. After changing a wheel,
check the tire pressure and correct as neces-
sary.

Storing tires

Do not exceed the maximum tire pressure
specified on the tire sidewall, also when storing
tires.

When storing tires, note the following:

> Store wheels and tires in a cool, dry and
dark place.

> Protect tires from coming into contact with
oil, grease, and solvents.
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> Do not leave the tires in plastic bags.
> Remove dirt from wheels or tires.

Runflat tires

Principle
Runflat tires permit continued driving under

limited conditions even in the event of a com-
plete tire pressure loss.

General information

The wheels consist of tires that are self-sup-
porting to a limited degree and may also in-
clude special rims.

The reinforcement of the sidewall allows the
tire to remain drivable to a limited degree in
the event of a tire pressure loss.

Follow the instructions for continued driving
with a flat tire.

Safety information

A Warning

The vehicle handles differently when a runflat
tire has insufficient or no tire pressure; for
instance, reduced directional stability when
braking, braking distances are longer and the
self-steering properties will change. There is
a risk of accident, injury, and property dam-
age. Drive moderately and do not exceed a
speed of 50 mph/80 km/h.

A Warning

Heavy trailers can start swinging when con-
tinuing to drive with a flat tire. There is a

risk of accidents and risk of property damage.

Tire pressure too high

If the tire pressure is too high, reduce the tire
pressure with the pressure reducing valve on
the compressor.

Minimum tire pressure not reached

Do not continue driving unless a minimum tire
pressure of 2.5 bar/36 psiis reached. Contact
an authorized service center or another quali-
fied service center or repair shop.
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Minimum tire pressure reached

When the tire pressure is at least

2.5 bar/36 psi, proceed as follows:

1. Pull the connector out of the socket in the
vehicle interior.

2. Disconnect the hose from the sealant bottle
and from the valve on the wheel.

5. Immediately drive 6 miles/10 km to ensure
that the tire sealant is evenly distributed in
the tire.

Tire sealant may spray from the damaged
area when you rotate the wheel initially.

Adjusting the tire pressure

To adjust the tire pressure after using the tire
repair set, proceed as follows:

1. Stop at a suitable location.

2. Connect the hose directly to the compres-
sor and turn clockwise by 90° until it audi-
bly engages.

3. Unscrew the valve cap on the wheel and
screw the connecting piece of the hose
onto the valve.

4. Insert the connector into the socket in the
vehicle interior.
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5. Read the tire pressure on the tire pressure

display of the compressor.

Do not continue driving unless a minimum
tire pressure of 1.3 bar/19 psi is displayed.
Contact an authorized service center or an-
other qualified service center or repair shop.

6. Correct the tire pressure to 2.5 bar/36 psi.

> Toincrease the tire pressure when
standby or drive-ready state is on: Turn
on the compressor and let it run for
max.

Removing and stowing the tire
repair set

To remove and stow the tire repair set, pro-
ceed as follows:

2. Pull the connector out of the socket in the
vehicle interior.

3. Disconnect the hose from the compressor
and from the valve on the wheel.

4. Screw the valve cap onto the valve.

5. Stow the tire repair set together with the
hose in the cargo area.

Continuing the trip

Continue driving immediately once finished
with the tire repair set.

Re-initialize the Flat Tire Monitor or reset the
Tire Pressure Monitor.

Do not exceed the speed limit of

50 mph/80 km/h.

Do not exceed the maximum travel distance of
125 miles/200 km.

Re-initialize the Flat Tire Monitor or reset the
Tire Pressure Monitor.

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Tire pressure monitor

Principle

The Tire Pressure Monitor monitors the tire
pressure and issues a warning if the tire pres-
sure has dropped.

The sensors in the tire valves measure the tire
pressure and tire temperature.

Depending on the tires detected or registered,
the system displays the specified nominal
pressures on the control display and compares
them with the current tire pressures.

General information

When using tires not found in the tire infla-

tion pressure specifications on the vehicle, e.g.,
tires with special approval, the Tire Pressure
Monitor must be actively reset. The system

will then take over the actual tire inflation pres-
sures as the target pressures.

When operating the system, also note the in-
formation found in the Tire inflation pressure
chapter.

The displayed nominal pressure may change
and may differ from the tire inflation pressure
details on the door pillar of the driver's door.

The nominal pressure is immediately adjusted
if the vehicle load state is changed in the tire
settings.

Tire conditions

The tire and system condition are indicated by
the color of the wheels and a text message

Possible driving distance with a flat tire

The possible driving distance which may be
safely traveled varies depending on how the
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vehicle is loaded and used, e.g., speed, road
conditions, outside temperature. The distance
traveled may be less but may also be more if
an economical driving style is used.

If the vehicle is loaded with an average
weight and used under favorable conditions,
the possible distance traveled may be up to
50 miles/80 km.

Vehicle handling with damaged tires

Vehicles driven with a damaged tire will han-
dle differently, potentially leading to conditions
such as the following:

> Greater likelihood of skidding of the vehicle.
> Longer braking distances.
> Changed self-steering properties.

Modify your driving style. Avoid abrupt steering
or driving over obstacles, for instance curbs or
potholes.

Final tire failure

Vibrations or loud noises while driving can indi-
cate the final failure of a tire.

Reduce speed and stop; otherwise, pieces of
the tire could come loose and cause an acci-
dent.

Do not continue driving. Contact an authorized
service center or another qualified service cen-
ter or repair shop.

System limits

Temperature

The tire inflation pressure depends on the
tire's temperature.

Driving or exposure to the sun will increase the
tire temperature, thus increasing the tire infla-
tion pressure.

The tire inflation pressure is reduced when the
tire temperature falls again.

These circumstances may cause a warning
when temperatures fall very sharply.
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Following a temperature-related warning, the
target pressures are displayed on the control
display again after a short distance.

Sudden tire pressure loss

The system is not able to indicate sudden and
serious tire damage and the resulting loss of
tire pressure caused by external circumstan-
ces.

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Declaration according to NHTSA/
FMVSS 138 Tire Pressure Monitoring
System

Each tire, including the spare (if provided)
should be checked monthly when cold and in-
flated to the inflation pressure recommended
by the vehicle manufacturer on the vehicle
placard or tire inflation pressure label. (If the
vehicle has tires of a different size than the
size indicated on the vehicle placard or tire
inflation pressure label, you should determine
the proper tire inflation pressure for those
tires.) As an added safety feature, the vehi-

cle has been equipped with a tire pressure
monitoring system (TPMS) that illuminates a
low tire pressure telltale when one or more

of your tires is significantly under-inflated. Ac-
cordingly, when the low tire pressure telltale
illuminates, you should stop and check your
tires as soon as possible, and inflate them to
the proper pressure. Driving on a significantly
under-inflated tire causes the tire to overheat
and can lead to tire failure. Under-inflation also
reduces fuel efficiency and tire tread life, and
may affect the vehicle's handling and stopping
ability. Please note that the TPMS is not a
substitute for proper tire maintenance, and it
is the driver's responsibility to maintain correct
tire pressure, even if under-inflation has not
reached the level to trigger illumination of the
TPMS low tire pressure telltale. The vehicle
has also been equipped with a TPMS malfunc-
tion indicator to indicate when the system is
not operating properly. The TPMS malfunction
indicator is combined with the low tire pres-
sure telltale. When the system detects a mal-
function, the telltale will flash for approximately
one minute and then remain continuously il-
luminated. This sequence will continue upon
subsequent vehicle start-ups as long as the
malfunction exists. When the malfunction indi-
cator is illuminated, the system may not be
able to detect or signal low tire pressure as
intended. TPMS malfunctions may occur for a
variety of reasons, including the installation of
replacement or alternate tires or wheels on the

vehicle that prevent the TPMS from function-
ing properly. Always check the TPMS malfunc-
tion telltale after replacing one or more tires

or wheels on the vehicle to ensure that the re-
placement or alternate tires and wheels allow
the TPMS to continue to function properly.

Flat tire monitor

Principle

The flat tire monitor detects a tire pressure
loss while driving and issues a warning if the
tire pressure has dropped.

The system does not measure the actual infla-
tion pressure in the tires.

The system detects tire pressure loss on the
basis of rotation speed differences between
the individual wheels while driving.

If a tire loses pressure, the diameter and

thus the rotational speed of the corresponding
wheel changes. The difference will be detected
and reported as a flat tire.

Functional requirements

If the following requirements are not met for
the Flat Tire Monitor, a loss in tire pressure
may not be reliably reported:

> After a tire or wheel change, an initialization
was carried out at the correct tire pressure.

> After the tire pressure was adjusted to a
new value, an initialization was performed.

Status display

The current status of the Flat Tire Monitor can
be displayed on the control display, e.g., to
check whether the Flat Tire Monitor is active.

Go through the menu as follows: Apps
menu / "Vehicle" / "Vehicle status" / "Flat Tire
Monitor".

The status is displayed.
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Initialization required

The Flat Tire Monitor must be initialized in the
following situations:

> After the tire inflation pressure has been
adjusted.

> After a tire or wheel change.

Performing initialization

When initializing the Flat Tire Monitor, the tire
pressures you set serve as a reference value
for detecting a flat tire. Initialization is started
by confirming the tire inflation pressures.

Do not initialize the system when driving with
snow chains.

AN Warning

The vehicle handles differently when a runflat
tire has insufficient or no tire pressure; for
instance, reduced directional stability when
braking, braking distances are longer and the
self-steering properties will change. There is
a risk of accident, injury, and property dam-
age. Drive moderately and do not exceed a
speed of 50 mph/80 km/h.

A Warning

Heavy trailers can start swinging when con-
tinuing to drive with a flat tire. There is a

risk of accidents and risk of property damage.
Do not exceed a speed of 35 mph/60 km/h
when driving with a trailer and a flat tire. If the
trailer swings or snakes, brake immediately
and apply necessary steering corrections as
carefully as possible.

Maximum speed

You may continue driving with a damaged tire
at speeds up to 50 mph/80 km/h.

Continued driving with a flat tire

Follow the following when continuing to drive
with a damaged tire:

1. Avoid sudden braking and steering maneu-
vers.

2. Do not exceed a speed of
50 mph/80 km/h.

3. Check the tire inflation pressure in all four
tires at the next opportunity.

When the tire inflation pressure in all four
tires is correct, the flat tire monitor may not
have been initialized. In this case, initialize
the system.

Possible driving distance with a flat tire

The possible driving distance which may be
safely traveled varies depending on how the
vehicle is loaded and used, e.g., speed, road
conditions, outside temperature. The distance
traveled may be less but may also be more if
an economical driving style is used.

If the vehicle is loaded with an average
weight and used under favorable conditions,
the possible distance traveled may be up to
50 miles/80 km.

Vehicle handling with damaged tires

Vehicles driven with a damaged tire will han-
dle differently, potentially leading to conditions
such as the following:

> Greater likelihood of skidding of the vehicle.
> Longer braking distances.
> Changed self-steering properties.

Modify your driving style. Avoid abrupt steering
or driving over obstacles, for instance curbs or
potholes.
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Final tire failure

Vibrations or loud noises while driving can indi-
cate the final failure of a tire.

Reduce speed and stop; otherwise, pieces of

the tire could come loose and cause an acci-
dent.

Do not continue driving. Contact an authorized
service center or another qualified service cen-
ter or repair shop.

System limits

The Flat Tire Monitor may be react with a de-
lay or malfunction in the following situations:
> A natural, even tire pressure loss in all
four tires will not be recognized. Therefore,
check the tire inflation pressure regularly.

> Sudden and serious tire damage caused
by external circumstances cannot be recog-
nized in advance.

> The system has not been initialized.

> When driving on a snow-covered or slippery
road.

> For sporty driving, e.g., due to slippage on
the drive wheels or high lateral accelera-
tion.

> When driving with snow chains.

Changing wheels/tires

General information

When a flat tire kit is used, an immediate wheel
change when there is a tire pressure loss in the
event of a breakdown is not always necessary.

If necessary, a suitable wheel change tool, e.g.,
ajack, is available as an accessory from an
authorized service center or another qualified
service center or repair shop.
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Safety information

A\ Warning

The jack is only provided for short-term lifting
of the vehicle for wheel changes. Even if all
safety precautions are observed, there is a
risk of the raised vehicle falling if the jack tips
over. There is a risk of injury or danger to life.
When the vehicle is raised with the jack, do
not lie under the vehicle and do not switch on
the drive-ready state.

AN Warning

Placing supports, e.g., wooden blocks or sim-
ilar, under the jack may reduce its ability to
bear weight because of the limited height.

Securing the vehicle against rolling
away

General information

The vehicle manufacturer recommends to ad-
ditionally secure the vehicle against rolling
away when changing a wheel.

On a level surface

Place chocks or other suitable objects in front
and behind the wheel that is diagonal to the
wheel being changed.

On a slight downbhill gradient

If it is necessary to change a wheel on a slight
downhill gradient, place chocks and other suit-
able objects, e.g., rocks, under the wheels of
the front and rear axles, against the direction
that the vehicle will move.
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Lug bolt lock

Principle

The wheel bolt lock offers effective protection
against wheel theft.

The wheel lug bolts have a special coding. The
lug bolts can only be released with the adapter
which matches the coding.

Overview

Depending on vehicle equipment, store the lug
bolt lock adapter as follows:

> Inthe cargo area under the cargo area
floor.

> In the cargo area on the left or right side.
In the cargo area behind a side trim panel.

Unscrewing

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Screwing on

1. To screw on, place the adapter on the
wheel lock bolt. Turn the adapter until it fits
onto the wheel lock bolt.

2. Screw on the wheel lock bolt. The tighten-
ing torque is 101 Ibs ft/140 Nm.

3. After screwing on, remove the adapter
again.

Safety precautions

Take the following safety measures when

changing a wheel:

> Park the vehicle on solid and non-slip
ground at a safe distance from road traffic.

> Switch on the hazard warning lights.

> Engage the parking brake.

> Turn the steering wheel until the front
wheels are in the straight-ahead position
and engage the steering wheel lock.

> Engage a gear or selector lever position P.

> As soon as permitted by the traffic flow,
have all vehicle occupants get out and
make sure that they remain outside the
hazardous area such as behind a guardrail.

Emergency wheel

In the event of a flat tire, one emergency spare
wheel maximum can be used as a replace-
ment for defective tires. The emergency wheel
is only intended for temporary use until the
faulty tire/wheel has been replaced.

General information

Also check the tire pressure of the spare wheel
in the cargo area regularly, and correct as nec-
essary.

The emergency wheel has particular dimen-
sions. When driving with an emergency
wheel, changed driving properties may oc-
cur, for instance reduced directional stabil-
ity when braking, longer braking distance,
and changed self-steering properties in the
limit range.

Fuel recommendation

sell fuel that has been customized to winter
or summer conditions. Fuel that is available

in winter, for instance helps make a cold start
easier.

Gasoline

General information

For the best fuel efficiency, gasoline should be
sulfur-free or have a low sulfur content.

Do not use any fuels that contain metal, as
indicated by the label on the gas pump.

Fuels with a maximum ethanol content of
10 %, i.e., E10, may be used for refueling.

The power and consumption specifications
correspond to operation with 98 RON E10 fuel.

Knocking noises and driving/acoustic problems
may occur when using minimum quality fuel,
e.g., 87 AKI, or fuel with an ethanol content of
more than 10% to max. 15%. These have no
effect on the engine service life.

/\ Caution

The use of poor-quality fuels may result in
harmful engine deposits or damage. Addi-
tionally, problems relating to drivability, start-
ing and stalling, especially under certain envi-
ronmental conditions such as high ambient
temperature and high altitude, may occur.

|f drivability problems are encountered, we
recommend switching to a high quality gaso-
line brand and a higher octane grade — AKI
number — for a few tank fills. To avoid harm-
ful engine deposits, it is highly recommended
to purchase gasoline from Top Tier retailers.

Failure to comply with these recommenda-
tions may result in the need for additional
maintenance.

A Warning

Even small quantities of the wrong fuel or
wrong fuel additives can damage the fuel
system and engine. Furthermore, the cata-
lytic converter can be permanently damaged.

A current measured value is available after ap-
prox. 30 minutes of normal driving.

Displaying the engine oil level

To display the engine oil level on the control
display, go through the menu as follows: Apps
menu / "Vehicle" / "Vehicle status" / "Engine oil
level".

System limits

When making frequent short-distance trips or
using a sporty driving style, it may not be pos-
sible to calculate a measured value. In this
case, the measured value for the last, suffi-
ciently long trip is displayed.

Detailed measurement

Principle

During a detailed measurement, the engine oil
level is checked when the vehicle is stationary
and displayed on a scale.

If the engine oil level is outside its permissible
operating range, a Check Control message ap-
pears on the control display.

General information

The idle speed increases slightly while the en-
gine ail level is measured.

Functional requirements

The following functional requirements apply for

detailed measurement:

> The vehicle is parked in a horizontal posi-
tion.

> Drive-ready state is turned on by pressing
the Start/Stop button.

> The engine is at operating temperature.

Selector lever is in selector lever position N
or P and accelerator pedal is not pressed.

Performing a detailed measurement

To perform a detailed measurement of the en-
gine oil level, go through the menu as follows:
Apps menu / "Vehicle" / "Vehicle status" /
"Engine oil level" / "Oil level measurement" /
"Start measurement".

The engine oil level is checked and displayed
via a scale.
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Adding engine oil

Principle

Only add engine oil when the message is dis-
played on the instrument cluster. The top-up
quantity is indicated in the message shown on
the control display.

Only add suitable types of engine oil.

Safely park the vehicle and turn off drive-ready
state before adding engine oil.

Take care not to add too much engine ail.

Operating fluids, e.g., oil, grease, coolant,
fuel, may contain harmful ingredients.

Coolant

General information

The coolant consists of water and a coolant
additive.

Not all commercially available additives are
suitable for the vehicle. The vehicle manu-
facturer recommends using coolant with the
BMW LC-18 specification. Do not mix additives
of different colors. Observe the water - additive
mixture ratio of 50:50. For information on suit-
able additives, contact an authorized service
center or another qualified service center or
repair shop.

Safety information

Viscosity grades

When selecting an engine oil, make sure that
the engine oil has a suitable viscosity grade.
The suitable viscosity grade is indicated on a
sign in the engine compartment.

More information about suitable oil specifica-
tions and engine oil viscosity grades can be
requested from an authorized service center or
another qualified service center or repair shop.

Stationary periods

Stationary periods during which the vehicle
battery was disconnected are taken into ac-
count.

Some maintenance measures are time-de-
pendent, e.g., replacing operating fluids.

Emergency Call

Principle

In case of an emergency, an emergency call
can be triggered automatically by the system
or manually.

Intelligent emergency call

The vehicle features an Intelligent Emergency
Call system, depending on vehicle equipment.

The Intelligent Assist system establishes a
connection with the BMW Response Center.

Intelligent emergency calls are made using a
SIM card that is integrated into the vehicle.

The BMW Response Center then makes con-
tact with the occupants of the vehicle and ini-
tiates further steps to help.

Automatic triggering

Under certain conditions, for example if the
airbags are deployed, an emergency call is au-
tomatically triggered immediately after an acci-
dent of corresponding severity. Automatic Col-
lision Notification is not affected by pressing
the SOS button.

If an emergency call is placed, all other signal
tones and audio sources such as the Park Dis-
tance Control are muted.

Manual triggering

To initiate an emergency call manually, pro-
ceed as follows:

2. Press and hold the SOS button in the head-
liner until the LED near the button illumi-
nates green.

Before starting, turn off all unnecessary elec-
tronic systems/components, e.g., radio, on the
donor and receiver vehicles.

1. Open the lid of the jump-start terminal.

2. Attach one terminal clamp of the positive
jumper cable to the positive battery termi-
nal, or to the corresponding jump-start ter-
minal of the vehicle providing assistance.
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3. Attach the second terminal clamp to the
positive battery terminal, or to the corre-
sponding jump-start terminal, of the vehicle
being started.

4, Attach one terminal clamp of the negative
jumper cable to the negative battery termi-
nal, or to the corresponding engine or body
ground of assisting vehicle.

5. Attach the second terminal clamp to the
negative battery terminal, or to the corre-
sponding engine/body ground, of the vehi-
cle being started.

Starting the engine
Never use spray fluids to start the engine.

1. Start the engine on the donor vehicle and
let it run for several minutes at an increased
idle speed.

If the vehicle to be started has a diesel en-
gine: Let the engine on the donor vehicle
run for approx. 10 minutes.

2. Start the engine on the vehicle to be started
as usual.

If the first attempt to start the engine is not
successful, wait a few minutes before mak-
ing another attempt in order to allow the
discharged battery to recharge.

3. Let both engines run for several minutes.

4. Disconnect the jumper cables again in the
reverse order.

Check the vehicle battery and recharge, if
needed.

Towing other vehicles
Principle

Switch on the hazard warning system, de-
pending on local regulations.
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If the electrical system fails, mark the vehicle
being towed clearly by placing a sign or warn-
ing triangle in the rear window.

If the approved gross vehicle weight of the
towing vehicle is lighter than the vehicle to be
towed, the towing eye can tear off or it will
not be possible to control vehicle handling.

Storage

Depending on vehicle equipment, the towing
eye may be stored in a bag as follows:

wise and screw it in as far as it will go. If
necessary, tighten with a suitable object.

> After use, unscrew the towing eye counter-
clockwise.

> Use the towing eye for towing on paved
roads only.

> Avoid lateral loading of the towing eye, for
instance do not lift the vehicle by the towing
eye.

> Check the attachment of the towing eye in
regular intervals.

Towing eye thread

Press on the mark on the edge of the cover to
push it out.

Tow-starting
Do not tow-start the vehicle.
Start the engine by jump-starting, if possible.

Have the cause of starting issues corrected by
an authorized service center or another quali-
fied service center or repair shop.

The vehicle cannot be locked from the
outside when in selector lever position N. A
signal sounds when an attempt is made to lock
the vehicle.

To prevent discol-
oration, clean and maintain the leather roughly
every two months.

Clean light-colored leather more frequently be-
cause contamination on such surfaces is sub-

stantially more visible.

Use leather care products to preserve the pro-
tective layer of the leather.

To prevent leather alteration and discolor-
ation, remove corrosive substances immedi-
ately. Corrosive substances include sunscreen,
for example.
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Synthetic leather care

Dust and crumbs can work into pores and
folds, causing heavy abrasion and premature
degradation of the artificial leather surface.

Clean synthetic leather regularly with a damp
microfiber cloth or vacuum cleaner.

In case of major soiling, use a moist soft
sponge or microfiber cloth with suitable interior
cleaners.

To prevent artificial leather alteration and
discoloration, remove corrosive substances
immediately. Corrosive substances include
sunscreen, for example.

Chrome surfaces

Carefully clean chrome-like surfaces, especially
if exposed to road salt, using plenty of water
and adding auto shampoo as needed.

Rubber components

Environmental influences can cause surface
contamination of rubber parts and a loss of
shine. Use only water and suitable cleaning
agents for cleaning.

Treat especially worn rubber parts with rubber
care products at regular intervals. To avoid
damage or noise, use care products containing
silicon to maintain the rubber sealing rings.

Wiper blades

The wiper blades are cleaned by using the
window washer system.

To prevent a reduction in wiper quality, avoid
cleaning the wiper blades manually unless
necessary.

Fine wood parts

Clean the fine wood veneer and fine wood
components with a damp cloth. Then dry with
a soft cloth.

Plastic components

/N NOTICE

Solvent cleaners that contain alcohol or sol-
vents such as lacquer thinners, cold cleaning
agents, fuel and such, can damage plastic
parts. There is a risk of property damage.
Clean with a microfiber cloth. Dampen the
cloth lightly with water, if needed.

When cleaning plastic parts, make sure that no
fabric parts, e.g., the headliner, become wet.
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Carbon parts
